A RESOLUTION RECCOMENDING THAT THE HARMONY TOWNSHIP LAND USE BOARD DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A SOIL TESTING ORDINANCE


WHEREAS,  Harmony Township has historically been and currently largely remains an agricultural area, and


WHEREAS, farmers have used pesticides, fertilizers, and other chemicals to protect their crops and increase their yields, and 


WHEREAS, there is an increasing concern that former farm fields and orchards may someday sprout housing developments rather than agricultural products, potentially exposing the residents of Harmony Township to residual pesticides that remain in the soil, and


WHEREAS, the Upper Freehold Board of Health has recently passed an ordinance requiring a site investigation and soil sampling to determine if pesticides are present for all major and minor subdivisions and site plan approvals, and


WHEREAS, the Harmony Township Environmental Commission has reviewed said Ordinance, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Harmony Township Environmental Commission strongly recommends that the Harmony Township Land Use Board review the attached ordinance for its relevance and consideration for implementation within Harmony Township.
